Buildings with 2- to 4-units account for 38 percent of the rental stock in Chicago  
and 33 percent in Cook County. Unfortunately, these same buildings also make  
up a large portion of the foreclosed and vacant stock. Absent financing mechanisms 
and a preservation strategy, many of these units may be lost from the region’s  
housing stock. 

At this forum, the Institute for Housing Studies will share an analysis of ownership  
and financing trends and a panel featuring investors and lenders will share  
their experiences.
